| am delighted to let you know of the extra-curricular clubs we have planned for children in Reception-Y6 to take part
in, if they wish, for Autumn Term 2 2024. These clubs will run for 6 weeks (please note Tea Time Church will only run
for 5 weeks finishing on Wednesday 4" December).

We have 2 new clubs being run next half term one by Project Sports - Tag Rugby: This is a minimal contact version of
Rugby, children will be given the chance to learn about the different techniques and skills, working on strategy and
teamwork. All safety equipment is included. And another by Cutting Edge Theatre Company — Drama and Theatre
Club: children will get the chance to work on a range of theatre techniques, from musical theatre numbers to learning
what it takes to be a tv presenter and stage actor, this will be at a slightly higher rate of £3 per session but with a
reduced club size.

In preparation of the Cross Country competition Cross Country will run for only 4 sessions, Miss Thirlwall and Miss
Reynolds are running cross country training after school and this is by invitation only to those children that have got
through to the Cross Country Calderdale Final. Children have already been invited to this session.

To make the wide variety of clubs, sustainable and affordable for all, there is a small charge of £2 per child per session
for each club. This goes towards covering the costs of employing external coaches and any equipment required. This
excludes KS2 Drama and Theatre club which is £3 per session and Tea Time Church which is free of charge.

For those children in receipt of Pupil Premium funding, school will continue to fund the cost of extra-curricular
clubs.
