They will be preparing for the event and taking
part in other activities. We will feed the children a light meal of pizza to keep them going or they can bring a
packed lunch in if they prefer. Each child has 2 invitations only for the event. Each guest can choose their meal
choices from the School Spider products section, please make us aware if you’re vegetarian or vegan and we can
amend the dish accordingly. A School Spider consent from has also been released to enable the children to stay in
school, please complete this section.

The Evening

The event will be open to guests from 5:30 until 7:00pm. We encourage you to stagger your arrival time between
5:30pm and 6:00pm to avoid any major queues. The event will take place in the Sutton Hall. As you enter the hall
you will be given a welcome pack. The welcome pack will include your essentials for the evening, e.g. disposable
cutlery. It will also include a personalised menu, which will indicate the items that you have ordered, you should visit
the stalls you have chosen from and hand this menu to the children. Inside the welcome pack, there will also be an
envelope. We ask that you pay for the meal and drinks, however much you feel they are worth. Therefore, please
remember to bring cash with you on the evening. The children have worked hard to stick to the budget given in
order to make sufficient profit.
